

In 1605, a group of thirteen conspirators made a plot to blow up the Houses of Parliament in London. They were angry because King James I was not tolerant of Catholics and continued to persecute them, just like Queen Elizabeth I had done.
The plotters wanted to kill the King and the Members of Parliament by hiding 36 barrels of gunpowder under the building. One of them, Guy Fawkes, was chosen to light the fuse. However, one of the conspirators sent a secret letter warning a friend to stay away from Parliament. The letter was shown to the King, and his soldiers searched the cellars.
They found Guy Fawkes guarding the gunpowder. He was caught, tortured, and later executed for being a traitor.
People were happy that the King was safe, so they lit bonfires to celebrate. Since then, every year on November 5th, people in Britain remember the Gunpowder Plot with fireworks and bonfires, burning effigies of Guy Fawkes.
