Long adjectives (2+ syllables)
more + adjective + than

	Superlative

	small
	the smallest

	fast
	the fastest

	cheap
	the cheapest


✅ This is the fastest computer in the shop.

Long adjectives
the most + adjective
	Adjective
	Superlative

	useful
	the most useful

	important
	the most important

	interesting
	the most interesting


✅ The Internet is the most useful source of information.

AS ... AS
Use:
To show that two things are equal.
Structure
as + adjective + as
✅ My computer is as fast as yours.
✅ This website is as useful as that one.
Negative
not as ... as
✅ A newspaper is not as popular as the Internet.
LESS ... THAN
Use:
To show a lower degree.
Structure
less + adjective + than
✅ A magazine is less useful than the Internet.
✅ DVDs are less popular than streaming services.

	Superlative
	This is the cheapest phone.

	Equality
	This phone is as good as that one.

	Inequality
