FIRST & SECOND CONDITIONAL (B1)
FIRST CONDITIONAL

Use
We use the First Conditional to talk about:
✅ real and possible future situations
✅ likely consequences
The book explains that a condition means:
If someone does something, something else will happen.
Structure
If + Present Simple, will + verb
If + Present Simple → will + infinitive
Examples
✅ If I study hard, I will pass the exam.
✅ If it rains, we will stay at home.
✅ If you ask her a question, she will tell you your fortune.
✅ If he flies too near the sun, his wings will melt.





Rule
Conditional Clause
Uses:
Present Simple
Main Clause
Uses:
will + infinitive
🎯 Signal Meaning
Possible future result
IF this happens →
THEN this will happen
Example:
🌧️ If it rains → ☂️ I will take an umbrella.


SECOND CONDITIONAL

Use
We use the Second Conditional to talk about:
✅ imaginary situations
✅ unreal situations
✅ dreams
✅ hypothetical problems and solutions
The book states that we use it for an unreal situation.
Structure
If + Past Simple, would + verb
If + Past Simple → would + infinitive
Examples
✅ If I were rich, I would travel around the world.
✅ If I were the mayor, I would create more jobs.
✅ If I were a God, I would kill Acrisius.
✅ If she was alive today, she wouldn't open the box.

Rule 
If Clause Uses: Past Simple
Main Clause Uses:
would + infinitive
IF I WERE YOU...
A very common Second Conditional structure:
Advice
✅ If I were you, I would study more.
✅ If I were you, I would apologise.

Example
🟢 First Conditional
If I have time, I will call you.
(Probably possible.)
🔵 Second Conditional
If I had more time, I would travel more.
(Imaginary or unlikely.)

MEMORY BOX

First Conditional
IF + Present Simple
WILL + Verb
✅ If I study, I will pass.
Second Conditional
IF + Past Simple
WOULD + Verb
✅ If I were rich, I would buy a yacht.
