1️⃣ Fit → size is correct (clothes / objects)
Meaning: something is the right size for a person or space.
Examples
· The shoes fit me.
· This T-shirt doesn’t fit.
· The table fits in the kitchen.
✔ Think: size is correct

2️⃣ Suit → looks good on someone
Meaning: something looks good on a person or is good for them.
Examples
· The red dress suits you.
· Short hair suits her.
· This job suits him.
✔ Think: good style for the person

3️⃣ Match → two things have the same color / style
Meaning: things are the same or very similar, so they look good together.
Examples
· Your bag matches your shoes.
· The curtains match the sofa.
· These socks don’t match.
✔ Think: same color or style

4️⃣ Go with → things look good together (not necessarily the same)
Meaning: two things look good together, even if they are different.
Examples
· This shirt goes with these jeans.
· The blue scarf goes with your coat.
· These shoes don’t go with the dress.
✔ Think: nice combination

· match → same
· go with → good together

Here is a very simple rule trick that works extremely well with 11–12 year-old EFL students because it uses 4 key questions.
Students just ask themselves:
The 4 Questions Trick
1️⃣ Is it about SIZE?
➡ Use FIT
Examples
· The shoes fit me.
· This jacket doesn’t fit.
🧠 Memory trick:
FIT → SIZE

2️⃣ Is it about a PERSON’S LOOK?
➡ Use SUIT
Examples
· The dress suits you.
· Short hair suits her.
🧠 Memory trick:
SUIT → YOU
(clothes look good on you)

3️⃣ Are the things the SAME colour/style?
➡ Use MATCH
Examples
· The bag matches the shoes.
· These socks don’t match.
🧠 Memory trick:
MATCH → SAME

4️⃣ Do they just LOOK GOOD TOGETHER?
➡ Use GO WITH
Examples
· This shirt goes with these jeans.
· The scarf goes with the coat.
🧠 Memory trick:
GO WITH → GOOD TOGETHER

The One-Line Memory Rule
Write this on the board:
FIT = size
SUIT = you
MATCH = same
GO WITH = good together
Students remember this very fast.

30-Second Teacher Trick
Point to your shirt and trousers and ask:
· Same colour? → MATCH
· Just nice together? → GO WITH
Then point to a student:
· Good on Maria? → SUIT
Then point to your shoes:
· Right size? → FIT
