	Debate on the refugee issue
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Four statements concerning the refugees/immigrants issue are given below. In groups, argue for or against each statement. Each group will present their answers, so a debate is about to start! Good luck!!
Instructions: 
· Every statement corresponds to 2 groups, one supporting the argument and another refuting it. Assign roles to each group member, organize your thoughts and arguments and be ready to support your viewpoints! 
· The group of students that belong to the jury will inform the participants on the debate rules (allocated time, turn taking, penalties ) and will have to decide the winner of each debate issue. 

1. If a country is struggling to provide for its own citizens, it shouldn’t take in refugees.
2. Refugees must go back to their country once it is safe for them to return.
3. Refugees are looking for protection whereas migrants are looking for better living conditions or better work opportunities, so they should not be allowed to enter other countries. 
4. Local economies can only benefit from refugees, since they constitute an essential part of the host country’s workforce.  
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
