SPECIAL CASES

Comparative adjectives: using much, a lot, far, etc.
« much, alot, far, even .a little, a bit + ovykpitikog

-This food is much better than the food we had yesterday.
-Alex is far less intelligent than the other kids in the class.
-She feels a little more confident now that she’s given her first
public performance.

-or She feels a bit more confident ... (less formal)



Emphasising superlative adjectives

« byfar +vmepOenrikog

-The Beatles were by far the most successful rock band of the

1960s.

-This method is by far the least complicated.



Comparative adjectives: -er and -er, more and more

-The more you eat, the fatter gou get.

-The colder it is, the hungrier I get. (as the weather gets colder,
I get hungrier)

-The more generous you are towards others, the more

generous they are likely to be towards you.
