1. The "Secret Formula" (Form)
To make the Present Perfect, you need two helpers: the verb have/has and the Past Participle 
	Sentence Type
	Structure
	Example

	Positive (+)
	Subject + have/has + past participle
	I have visited Rome.

	Negative (-)
	Subject + haven't/hasn't + past participle
	She hasn't finished her tea.

	Question (?)
	Have/Has + Subject + past participle
	Have you seen my keys?


Pro Tip: Remind students that has is only for He, She, It. Everything else uses have.
Past Participle is verb+-ed for regular verbs and the 3rd column for irregular verbs.

2. When do we use it?
For A2 students, focus on these three "Golden Rules":
A. Life Experiences
We use it to talk about things we have done in our lives, but we don't say when.
· “I have climbed a mountain.” (It happened, but the date isn't important.)
· “Have you ever eaten sushi?”
B. Recent Actions (with a result now)
The action happened a few moments ago, and we can see the result in the present.
· “I’ve lost my phone!” (Result: I don't have it now.)
· “He has washed the car.” (Result: The car is shiny now.)
C. Unfinished Time
When the time period isn't over yet (today, this week, this year).
· “I have had three coffees today.” (The day is not finished; I might have more!)
3. The "Time Snitch" Words
These keywords help students identify when to use the Present Perfect:
· Ever / Never: Used for experiences. (“Have you ever...?”)
· Just: For things that happened a tiny moment ago. (“I’ve just arrived.”)
· Already: For things that happened sooner than expected. (“I’ve already done my homework.”)
· Yet: Used in negatives and questions. (“Has the bus come yet?”)
4. Present Perfect vs. Past Simple
This is the biggest hurdle for A2 learners. Use this simple comparison:
· Past Simple: Use this if you have a specific time (yesterday, in 2010, two hours ago). It is a "finished" box.
· Present Perfect: Use this if the time is unknown or unfinished. It is an "open" bridge.
The Test:
· “I saw that movie yesterday.” (Specific time = Past Simple)
· “I have seen that movie.” (General experience = Present Perfect)
Quick Practice Idea
Ask your students to find someone in the class who has done something interesting using the "Have you ever...?" structure.
· Have you ever broken a bone?
· Have you ever met a famous person?
