What are Quantifiers? Quantifiers tell us how much or how many. They go before nouns.
Countable & Uncountable Nouns

Countable Nouns
Things we can count.
Examples:
one apple /two books / three cars 
They can be:
singular /plural 
Examples
a chair / four chairs 



Uncountable Nouns
Things we cannot count individually.
Examples:
water / milk / sugar / information / money 
❌ NOT: two waters
✅ two bottles of water


Quantifiers

Some
Used in:
· positive sentences 
· offers/requests 
Examples
· I have some friends. 
· There is some milk in the fridge. 
· Would you like some juice? 


Any
Used in:
· negatives 
· questions 
Examples
· We don’t have any bread. 
· Are there any students here?


Much
Used with uncountable nouns.
Examples
· How much water do you drink? 
· There isn’t much sugar left. 
Many
Used with countable nouns.
Examples
· How many books do you have? 
· There are many people here. 
A lot of / Lots of
Used with both countable and uncountable nouns.
Examples
· She has a lot of friends. 
· We drink lots of water. 

A few
= some (countable)
Examples
· I have a few coins. 
· There are a few students in class. 
A little
= some (uncountable)
Examples
· We have a little milk. 
· Add a little salt.

2. Modals
Modals are special verbs.

Examples:
· must 
· should 
· may 
· might 
Important:
After modals → use the base form of the verb.
✅ She must study.
❌ She must studies.

MUST
Used for:
✅ Strong obligation
· You must wear a seatbelt. 
· Students must do homework. 

MUSTN’T
Used for:
❌ Prohibition (NOT allowed)
· You mustn’t smoke here. 
· We mustn’t run in the corridor. 
DON’T HAVE TO
Used for:
✅ No obligation
· You don’t have to come early. 
· She doesn’t have to wear a uniform. 
(It is optional.)



SHOULD
Used for:
✅ Advice
· You should sleep more. 
· They should study for the test. 
SHOULDN’T
Used for:
❌ Bad idea / advice against something
· You shouldn’t eat too much sugar. 
· He shouldn’t stay up late. 

MAY / MIGHT
Used for:

✅ Possibility
MAY
(stronger possibility)
· It may rain later. 
· She may come tonight. 
MIGHT
(weaker possibility)
· We might go to the cinema. 
· He might be tired.

3. Comparative & Superlative Adjectives We use them to compare people, places or things.
Comparative Adjectives Used to compare TWO things.

Short adjectives
Add -er

	Adjective
	Comparative

	tall
	taller

	fast
	faster

	small
	smaller



Examples
· Anna is taller than Maria. 
· Cars are faster than bikes. 



Long adjectives Use more

	Adjective
	Comparative

	beautiful
	more beautiful

	expensive
	more expensive


Examples
· This book is more interesting than that one. 
· London is more expensive than Volos. 


· Superlative Adjectives Used to compare THREE or MORE things.
Form

Short adjectives
Add -est
	Adjective
	Superlative

	tall
	the tallest

	fast
	the fastest


Examples
· Tom is the tallest student in class. 
· It is the fastest car. 
Long adjectives
Use the most
	Adjective
	Superlative

	beautiful
	the most beautiful

	expensive
	the most expensive


Examples
· She is the most intelligent student. 
· This is the most exciting film. 

Spelling Rules

Double the last letter
(big → bigger → biggest)
Drop “y” and add “i”
(happy → happier → happiest)
